Scholarship Criteria

HISTORY & PURPOSE
North Fulton Hospital Volunteer Services Organization, Inc. is a self-governing, nonprofit corporation operating under the Georgia Nonprofit Organization Code. Its purpose is to render services to North Fulton Hospital and its patients, visitors, employees and to the community. One of the many services the organization provides is the Scholarship Program.

The purpose of the Scholarship Program is for NFH Volunteer Services to assist Georgia resident students through their post secondary education by providing financial assistance to those pursuing a career in the health care industry.

SCHOLARSHIP AWARD
A maximum of $2,000 will be awarded to successful applicants. This award is for course related expenses only and will be paid directly to the school of your choice. Scholarships are non-renewable and therefore new applications must be completed for each school year to be considered. Scholarships will be awarded in June prior to the upcoming academic year.

MINIMUM CRITERIA FOR APLICATIONS
All applicants who meet the following minimum criteria are encouraged to apply:

· Must be pursuing a career in the health care industry

· Must be a graduating high school senior planning on attending a Georgia accredited college or university or a graduate or undergraduate student enrolled in a degree program at an accredited college or university.

EVALUATION OF APPLICATIONS
All qualified applications will be evaluated by an impartial committee. The following criteria will be used to award the scholarships:

· The applicant’s chosen or declared major

· The applicant’s need for financial assistance

· The applicant’s grade point average

APPLICATION PACKET SUBMISSION
All applicants are required to submit the following:

· A completed application

· An official copy of the students current academic transcript

· Verification of tuition course related expenses

· Two reference letters on appropriate letterhead from two separate areas.
· Enclose a photograph (optional, this is for identity verification only)

· Student Statement Letter – maximum 300 word statements explaining:

· The student’s career objectives and why they choose to enter that field

· Educational objectives related to their career objectives

· How this scholarship would help the applicant attain the stated objectives

DEADLINES
All completed applications and additional documentation must be submitted no later than March 31, 2011.
